Hurlburt Field Library Online Research Guide

Many of the Library’s research materials are available to you 24/7 from home and remote Internet connections. Here’s what you need to access all the useful services:

1. Get a Hurlburt Field Library card. You must be a registered user to access most online services. Getting a card is quick and easy: the military member/ spouse or a DoD civilian/contractor may open the account with the official DoD identification card. 

2.  Once you are registered, ask the library staff for a password spreadsheet of the remote log-in passwords. If you already have a library account, we’re happy to supply passwords over the phone or by email. The following research sources may be used remotely – link to them through the library’s Web site http://www.commandolibrary.com/library_research_html.htm 
· Aviation Week Intelligence Network (aviation, aerospace and defense industry news)
· Countrywatch (country-specific geopolitical info and current news items)
· CultureGrams (people & cultures around the world)
· EBSCOhost (includes Reference Centers for biography, literature, science, and international security & counter-terrorism; specialty collections for business and environmental topics, Academic Search Premier containing almost 3,900 peer-reviewed titles, and more)
· Gale Group (Virtual Reference Library, Student Resource Center, Opposing Viewpoints, Global Issues, Literature Criticism, Military & Intelligence database, and more)

· Janes Online (defense equipment & technology, terrorism, intelligence and security)
· Military Periscope (military news, weapons and armed forces information worldwide; extensive illustrated listing of weapons, systems & platforms)
· Proquest NewspaperDirect (400+ full-text newspapers around the world)

3. If you prefer to research using only a single log-in, the resources listed above -- and several more -- are available through the Air Force Portal. CAC card access is required to access the Portal; once inside the Portal, you will not be prompted for log-ins to individual products.
